FUEL REQUIREMENTS

Prior to beginning the installation, read the
ENTIRE “Installation” section of this manual.
Since the DRI-EAZ Big Gulp 4500e extraction
unit weighs (with accessories) approximately 950
Ibs., please adhere to the following
recommendations prior to installing the unit.

1. The unit should NOT be installed in any motor
vehicle of less than 3/4 ton capacity.

A CAUTION!

The console and waste tank with accessories
must NOT exceed the vehicle’s axle weight
limit.

2. If mounting the unit in a trailer, ensure that the
trailer is rated for the total weight of the unit and
trailer. Electric or hydraulic brakes must be
provided, and strict compliance with all State and
Federal laws must be maintained.
