SETUP

Yan Size: HYDRO-WELL is designed to
mount 1n any size van, however, a full size 3/4
or | ton van is recommended. Remember that
100 gallons of water weighs over 300 pounds.

Flooring: A tlat, smoeth floor 1s required for
installation. A finished flooring of 1/2" exterior
gradc plywood is recommended. It may be nec-
essary to build up the level of the
HYDRO-WELL iu order to clear a wheel well
(particularly in late model vans). You should
place a 14” x 64" plywood board of the appro-
priate thickness under the HYDRO-WELL to
accomplist the neccessary clearance.

Walter Fittings: HYDRO-WELL comes with
thres water handling fittings. Two bulkhead fit-
tings on the front of the tank at the bottom, are
for truck mount water supply and Lank draimmg.
The float valve is for water filling and needs to
be installed.

The bulkhead lithngs accept 1727 MPT clbow
fittings. Teflon tape must be used on all
threaded fittings. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN.

Install the fipat valve inside the rank by
threading it through the pre-drilled upper hoele.
Use the float valve spacer(s) {vour assembly
might mnclude 1 or 2 spacers depending on
spacer thickness) and the float valve nut to
secure the valve, Only tighten 1/2 lum past
hand tight. Teflon tape the end and screw on the

garden hose fitting, Although the float valve is
preset at the factory, we recomimend checking
the level after the tank is mounted.

Placement: HYDRO-WELL is designed to
mount anywhere in your van—-over cither
wheel well, against the wall, away from the
wall, or behund the seats. Remember to leave a
safe distance between the tank and all heat
sources, such as, water heaters and engines.

INSTALLATION

CAUTION: Before drilling, always check for
alignment with underbedy components, such as
frame, gas tank, exhaust, spare tire, etc.

NOTE: For proper instailation, two bolts
must secure cach base bracket te the floorn
There are four holes available to allow T
alignment with underbody cemponents. The
wider the bolts are apart, the better the installa-
tion.

1. Position the tank and mark holes for the base
brackets with a magic marker.

Install the sleeve (Item #2) on the threadcd
rod {Item #8). Grease the tip of the threaded
rod and feed it through the top bracket. With
the rod perpendicular to the van tloor, mark
the floor or wheel well with the grease,
where the rod will be bolted.

. After checking alignment with underbody
components, move the tank and drill a 1/2
hole on the grease mark.

For installation over the wheel, proceed to
step 4. For installation on flat flooring, go
directly to step 5.

4, WHEEL WELL INSTALLATION:

a. Thread one jarn nut (ltem #27} 6" from the top
of the rod and vne jam nut 27 from the bottom
Pul & mounting plate (Ttem #7) on the bottom
of the rod, and place the rod into the drilicd
hole.

h. Underneath, place a mounting plate (Ttem #7},
1/2" lock washer (Item #24), and a 1/2” nut
{Item #26). lighicn securcly.

¢. Set the tank onto the rod and position the tank
until the marks on the floor line up with the
basc brackets. IT necessary reposition the tank
1o keep the threaded rod perpendicular to the
van floor, After checking alignment with
underbody components and using the base
brackets as a guide, drill 3/8” holes into the
floor.

d. Complete plumbing by hooking up truck
mount supply hose and adding a drain hose.

5, FLOOR INSTALLATION:

a. Place bolt {Trem #21) through the top mounting
bracket and secure with & jam nut (Trem #27).
Thread bol. (Item #271) halfway into the cou-
pling nut (ltem #28).

b. Thread « jam nut {Ttem #27) onto the bottom of
the threaded rod, followed by a mounting plate
{Ttem #7), 4 from the end. Place the bottom of
the red into the drilled hole.

¢. Position the tank so that the marks on the floor
line up with the basc brackets. Thread the top
of the rod halfway into the coupling nut (Item
#28). If neccssary reposition the tank to keep
the threaded rod perpendicular to the van floor.
After checking alignment with underbody
components and using the base brackets as a
guide, drill 3/8” holes into the floor.

d. Complete plumbing by hocking up truck
mount supply hose and adding a drain hose.

¢. Loosen the bolts (Item #19) that hold the
base hrackets onto the tank, until the base
bracket is able to slide up and down easily.
Place bolt ([tem #20) with 3/8” flat washer
(Item #23) through the base mounting
bracket. ¥ill the tank with 4-6 inches of
water. Underneath the van, use a monni-
ing plate (Item #7), a 3/8” flat washer
{Item #23), a 3/8" lock washer (Ttem #22),
and a 3/8" nut (Item #25). Securely tighten
the brackets to the floor, Carefully
retighten the bolts (1tem #19) that hold the
buse brackets onto the tank. DO NOT
OVERTIGHTEN! The bolt is tight just as
the lockwasher is flattening.

f. Place a 1/2” lock washer {Ttrem #24) and a
142" nut (ltern #26) on the top of the threaded
rodl. Secure the top bracket with equal pres-
sure from the op nut and the jam nut.

e, Loosen the bolts (Ttem #19} that hold the hase
brackets onto the tank, until the base
bracket is able to slide up and down easily.
Place bolt (Item #20) with 3/8” flat washer
(Item #23) through the¢ base mounting
bracket. Fill the tank with 4-6 inches of
water, Underneath the van, use a mounting

{ltem #25). Securely tighten the brackets to
the Moor.

f. Place a mounting plate, a 172" lock washer
(Item: #24) and a 1[4/2" nut (ltem #26) on the
bottom of the threaded rod, undemeath the
vehicle. Secure the rod to the floor with equal
pressure from the bottom nut and the jam nut.

(Not for use with the Pump Transfer Package)

OUTLET HOSE PACKAGE

Connects the HYDRO-WELL directly 1o the
truck mounl’s pressure pump and chemical
metering system, completely bypassing the
solution reservolr tank, Connects tooa 1/2” hose
barh.

Warning: This package is not for use with
cyery truck mount systern. Please check with
the truck mount manufacturer or authorized ser-
vice center hefore installing.
