STARTING WITH MACHINE SERIAL # 1116
EFFECTIVE OCTOBER 2004

The Hex Bore size in the CPM-10 Cutter Drums has been reduced from
1-1/4” to 1" now. This was done to allow the wall to be 1/8” thicker in the Drum
Center Tube. The heavier wall was needed to eliminate warping due to the
welding process and also to help reduce Drum breakage. This change also
affects the Shaft that the Drum rotates on, the Locking Collar which goes on the
Drum Shaft between the Drum and the Hub on the left side of the machine, and
the Bushing that is pressed into the Access Cover Bearing that is located on the
right side of the machine.

A Kit (P/N 65269K) is available to convert machines that were built prior to
Serial # 1116. See the Chart below for all of the new Part Numbers that this
change affects.
